It is hereby informed with great pleasure that the Eighth Convocation of Harcourt Butler Technical University, 

Kanpur, for students who have successfully completed B.Tech., BBA, M.Tech., MCA, M.Sc., MBA and Ph.D. 

programmes during the Academic Session 2025–26, shall be held on 10 July 2026 at Shatabdi Bhawan, West 

Campus, HBTU Kanpur. (The timing of the Convocation shall be notified separately.) 

All participants are required to attend the Convocation Rehearsal, scheduled on 09 July 2026 at 02:30 PM. 

All degree recipients are informed that, in order to participate in the Eighth Convocation, they must complete 

all University No-Dues formalities and submit the same to the Academic Section on or before 15 June 2026. 

Students are required to complete their Convocation Registration through the registration link available under 

the "Eight Convocation" tab on the University website between 25 May 2026 and 15 June 2026. Students must 

also complete the Google Form for Degree Printing available under the same tab (https://hbtu.ac.in/hbtu-

convocation/). All further information and updates regarding the Convocation shall be published from time to 

time under the "Eight Convocation" tab on the University website. 

All degree recipients participating in the Convocation shall be required to wear the prescribed dress code. Male 

students shall wear a white kurta-pajama and female students shall wear a white salwar-suit. The 

Convocation stole and turban shall be provided by the University on payment of Rs. 500. The ceremonial attire 

may be retained by the students.

All degree recipients must ensure their presence at Shatabdi Bhawan on 10 July 2026 as per the schedule notified 

by the University. Possession of a valid Convocation Pass is mandatory for participation. The Convocation Pass 

shall be available through the HBTU Convocation Portal after successful registration and payment of the 

prescribed fee. 

Students reporting after the prescribed time or without the prescribed ceremonial attire shall not be permitted 

to enter the Convocation venue.
